... Mains Ol. ‘F Switch

The set is switched on by pressing button 0 . To switch off, press again.

NOTE: To switch "ON” the TV set in the standby mode:
Press the Power ON/OFF button @) of the remote control transmitter,
the CONTROL SETTING button @) (of the TV set) or the Programme Se-
lector @ (of the TV set). The TV set can not be tuned on by pressing
the Mains ON/OFF Switch @) from the standby mode.

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.... Programme Selection

The position number is displayed on the screen.

.... T.V./VIDEO Selector Button

To watch television programmes leave this switch in the T.V. mode. When this
switch is set to the VIDEO mode you can enjoy the playback from VCR or other
AV equipment connected to the AV input terminals. “AV” is displayed on the screen.

.... Headphone Jack

Inserting the headphone (option) to the outlet provides personal listening, (or
recording purpose with the appropriate lead.) The TV set speaker is automatical-
ly switched off.



® AUTO SHUT OFF }
This TV set incorporates the AUTO SHUT OFF function which ¢ natically switches
OFF the TV set, and switches it to the standby mode about 1. minutes after a TV
broadcast finishes or there is no longer a TV signal. Thereafter, the TV set will not
switch ON even if the TV signal is input. To switch the TV set ON, use the Power
ON/OFF switch on the remote control transmitter.

NOTE: AUTO SHUT OFF also functions for the SECRET POSITION and for the
AV mode even when there is no signal being transmitted.

The remaining time for AUTO SHUT OFF is displayed on the screen.

BATTERY INSTLLATION (REMOTE CONTROL TRANSMITTER)
Remove the battery cover by sliding.
[2] Install two “AA” 1.5 volt batteries so that the “+ " and “~" marks on the batteries

match the “+” and “-” marks inside the unit.
Close the battery cover.

Replace the batteries when the T.V. set 1s showing the following symptoms:
Operation is unsteady or erratic, sometimes the T.V. set does not work with trans-
mitter. Discharged batteries may leak and damage the unit. The normal life of
batteries should be from nine to ten months.

Press this button to switch TV set on. To switch TV set off, press again.

This is to indicate that the TV set is
still partially energized.

To disconnect TV set completely from the mains, switch off with Mains ON/OFF

switch on the T.V. set itself.

® For selection of the programme number 1 to 9, press the programme selection
button €3 .

® For selection of the programme number 10 to 19 or 20 to 29, press the “1-" or
“2." button and then press the “0” to "9” programme selector button €&P within
five seconds.

When this button is pressed, automatically SOUND VOLUME, COLOUR, BRIGHT-

Should you wish to mute the sound (e.g. While talking on the telephone).
Press this button once. To switch the sound back on, press it again.

® ... OFFTIMER
After a set time has elapsed, the power of the T.V. receiver is switched off auto-
matically. Each time the key is pushed, the set time changes as follows:
Channel number display — 30 minutes — 60 minutes— 90 minutes— 120 minutes

With the off timer being set and the channel display reset, the remaining time is
displayed by pushing the off timer key again. When the key is pushed again within
three seconds after the key was first pushed in above manner, the time is set to an
upper timer which is most close to the remaining time.
® Just one minute before switching off, “-01” and programme number you are
watching are displayed on the screen.
® The timer setting will be cancelled if the power is switched OFF.
@ ... ALT (Alternate)
Press the “ALT (Alternate)” button @ and the T.V. set will alternately select the
previous channel and the preset channel. For example, now you are watching
channel 4 but you watched channel 2 previously. If you press the “ALT Key”,
channel 2 immediately appears then channel 4 is stored in the memory.
® .. FINETUNING { )
For tuning of the best picture and sound, press the (+) Fine Tuning button.
® The programme number is displayed on the screen when the FINE TUNING
buttons are depressed. Display time continues while these buttons (x) are
depressed and for 5 seconds after detaching them.
@ ... CHANNEL SCANNING
Press the CHANNEL SCANNING Key @ to search for a programme. The channel
positions are automatically scanned, and the channel scanning will stop at the
position where it began. To stop at the position you want, press this key again.

Memory Copy

This T.V. tuning system has another advanced feature called “me. .y copy”.

A station entered into the memory at a particular programme number can also be re-
ceived at any other programme number, to use this feature follow the procedure below.
If you wish to copy the T.V. channel in the programme number “2” into the program-
me number “15”.

1. Select the programme number “2”. (with the prog. selector @ or )

2. Turn the PRESET switch @) ON.

3. Select the programme number “15”. (with the prog. selector @ or €D )

4. Press the MEMORY button @, set the PRESET switch @) to OFF.

Video/Audio Input Connection

In order to watch the playback from a VCR, video disc player or the video signal from
a video camera, the output terminal of the A.V. equipment in use must be connected
to the VIDEO/AUDIO INPUT terminal. Note that the T.V./VIDEO switch must be set to
the VIDEO mode to watch any A.V. programme.
