OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

o After unpacking the stick mixer wipe with a damp cloth or towel and dry
with a dry cloth or towel.

» Assemble the stick mixer parts. Lock the mixing arm into the mixer body by
first inserting together the two parts and turning the mixing arm hard to the
right to lock in place.

» Plug the stick mixer into an AC power outlet.




* This appliance can be used to chop small solid ingredients or to mix liquids.
Cut larger ingredients into smaller pieces before placing into mixing bowl or
container. If chopping fruits or vegetables, use a container with tall sides.

* Do nof place unnecessary strain on the motor by mixing mixtures, that do not
allow the blades to revolve freely.

* Place mixing blade into ingredienis and turn on. Hald the stick mixer firmly.
The mixer will turm off once switch is released.

* During mixing, occasionally use a spatula (not supplied) to scrape mixture
from the sides of the bowl to ensure that all the ingredients are thoroughly
and evenly mixed.

Note: This appliance is designed for short-term operation only and must
not ke continuously operated for periods of time in excess of 1 minute.

If operated continucusly for up to 1 minute, switch the appliance off for a
period of 5 minutes and allow it to cool down completely before further
operation.

HOW TO CLEAN YOUR STICK MIXER
* After use and before cleaning always remove plug from the mains supply.

* To clean the auter surface of the Stick Mixer, use a soft damp cloth and dry it
afterwards with a dry towel.

e For cleaning, the mixing arm can be removed by turing to the left and
removing from the mixer body. Wash the mixer blades in warm soapy water.

* Do not immerse the mixer body or the mixing arm in water.

* Store mixer in wall mount supplied.
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
