Sudden changes in the ambient temperature
may cause condensation to form on the opti-
cal lens inside the unit. [f this happens, take
out the disc, leave the unit for about 1 hour,
and then proceed to operate.

Notes on handling compact discs

* Do not expose the disc to direct sunlight, high
humidity or high temperatures for extended
periods of time. :

+ Discs should be returned to their cases after
use.

« Do not apply paper or write anything on the
disc surface.

¢ Handle the disc by its edge. Do not touch the
playing suriace (glossy side),

« Fingerprints and dust should be carefully
wiped off the playing surface of the disc with
a soft clath.
Wipe in a straight motion frem the center to
the outside of the disc.

« Never use chemicals such as record cleaning
sprays, antistatic sprays or fluids, benzene or
thinner to clean compact discs.

Temporarily stopping play

Beat (a high-pitched nojse) may-sometimes be
heard during the recording of radio broadcasts. If
this aceurs, set the BEAT CANCEL switch 1o the
position that reduces the level of the beat noise.

MAINTENANCE

Cleaning the tape heads

To ensure continued high perfermance, use a
cleaning tape (available from your local audio
dealer) to clean the head block of the deck after
about every 10 hours of use.

Cleaning the unit

Clean the outside of the unit with a clean soficloih,
moistened with lukewarm water. Do not use
benzene, thinners, or alcohol since they will mar
the finish of the surfaces.

Cleaning the CD player lens

The lens should never be touched. If dust is on
the lens, blow it off using a camera lens blower.
(Consult your dealer.)
